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Glossary of Terms

B.O.D. (Biochemical Oxygen Demand): Measurement of the effluent’s capacity to
consume dissolved oxygen to stabilize all remaining organic matter. The permit limits for
our effluent for discharge into San Francisco bay require that we remove 85% influent
B.0.D. and meet a weekly average of less than 45mg/l and a monthly average of less
than 30 mg/I B.O.D.

TSS (Total Suspended Solids): Measurement of suspended solids in the effluent. Our
permit requires that we move at least 85% of the influent TSS and that the effluent limit
is less than 45 mg/l as a weekly average and less than 30 mg/l as a monthly average.
Chlorine Residual: The plant effluent is disinfected with hypochlorite (chlorine “bleach”)
and then the residual chlorine is neutralized with sodium bisulfite to protect the bay.
The effluent chlorine residual limit is 0.0 mg/l which we monitor continuously.

pH: pH is a measurement of acidity with pH 7.0 being neutral and higher pH values
being basic and lower pH values being acidic. Our permit effluent pH must stay within
the range of 6.0-9.0, which we monitor continuously.

Coliform: Coliform bacteria are the indicator organism for determination of the
efficiency of the disinfection process. The lab culture samples of our effluent and the
presence of coliform is an indication that pathogenic organisms may be present. This is
reported as MPN/100 (number of colifom bacteria in 100 milliliters sample).

Flow Through Bioassay: A 96 hour test in which we test the toxicity of our effluent to
tiny fish (sticklebacks) in a flow through tank to determine the survivability under
continuous exposure to our effluent. Our permit requires that we maintain a 90"
percentile survival of at least 70% and an 11 sample median survival of at least 90%. In
layman’s terms, this means that out of the last 11 samples only one bioassay may fall
below 70% survival and the middle value when all 11 samples are placed in numerical
order must be at least 90%.

Metals Analysis: Our permit requires that we analyze our effluent for many different
metals on a monthly basis. We have permit limits for some metals. The metals are
stated as a daily max and a monthly average limit. The daily max limit is the number we
cannot exceed on any sample and the monthly average applies to all samples collected
in any month. (although usually we are only required to take one).

F.O.G. (Fats, oils and grease): Quarterly we are required to monitor our effluent for
Fats, Oils and Grease.
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Glossary of terms continued...

Headworks: The point where all raw wastewater enters the treatment plant. In this
building wastewater goes through 3 grinders to grind up all large objects that could
possibly damage our influent and sludge pumps further down the treatment process.
Primary Sedimentation: The next treatment process is a physical treatment process
where solids that settle or float are removed and sent to the digesters for further
processing.

Activated Sludge: Next is the activate sludge process. This process is a biological
wastewater treatment process that uses microorganisms to speed up the
decomposition of wastes. When activated sludge is added to wastewater, the
microorganisms feed and grow on waste particles in the wastewater. As the organisms
grow and reproduce, more and more waste is removed, leaving the wastewater partially
cleaned. To function efficiently, the mass of organisms needs a steady balance of food
and oxygen. These tasks are closely monitored by the operations staff.

Secondary Clarification: Next is secondary clarification, like primary
sedimentation/clarification, this also is a physical treatment process where solids that
settle or float are removed and sent to the next treatment process. The difference
between Secondary Clarification and primary sedimentation is that the solids removed
from the secondary clarifiers goes to 2 places. Some goes to waste to the DAFT and
some goes back to the activated sludge process for further treatment. (Microorganisms
must be returned to the activated sludge process to keep an equal balance of food and
microorganisms).

DAFT (dissolved air floatation thickener): Next is the DAFT. The dissolved air floatation
thickening process uses air bubbles to thicken WAS(waste active sludge) solids removed
from the secondary clarifier, by floating solids to the tank surface, where they are
removed and sent to the digesters for final processing.

Sludge Digestion: In the anaerobic digestion process, all the organic material removed
from the primary sedimentation tanks and DAFT’s are digested by anaerobic bacteria.
The end products are methane, carbon dioxide, water and neutralized organic matter.
Solids Handling: This is the process where all the neutralized sludge from the digester is
finally treated. Sludge from the digester is pumped to the screw press where it is
conditioned with a polymer (chemical that reacts with the sludge to remove the water
from the sludge and bind the sludge particles together) in order to dewater the sludge
and produce a dry cake for final disposal to the Redwood landfill.
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Glossary of terms continued...
Disinfection: This is the end point for the wastewater- at this point wastewater flows
through the chlorine contact tank. This contact tank allows for enough contact time for
chlorine solution to disinfect the wastewater. Sodium bisulfite is introduced at the end
of the tank to neutralize any residual chlorine to protect the bay.
MLSS (mixed liquor suspended solids): Suspended solids in the mixed liquor of an
aeration tank measured in mg/I
MCRT (mean cell resident time): An expression of the average time that a
microorganism will spend in the activated sludge process.
SVI (sludge volume index): This is a calculation used to indicate the settling ability of
activated sludge in the secondary clarifier.
RAS (return activated sludge): The purpose of returning activated sludge, is to maintain
a sufficient concentration of activated sludge in the aeration tank.
WAS (waste activated sludge): To maintain a stable process, the amount of solids added
each day to the activated sludge process are removed as WAS. We track this by our
MCRT which averages 3 days
TWAS (thickened waste activated sludge): The WAS is thickened in the DAFT and the
thickened sludge is then pumped to the digester.
MPN (most probable number): Concentrations of total coliform bacteria are reported
as the most probable number. The MPN is not the absolute count of the bacteria but a
statistical estimate of their concentration.
Bio-solids: Anaerobic digested sludge is pumped to a screw press where excess water is
removed to reduce the volume (and weight) thus producing an end result called bio-
solids.
Polymer: Organic polymers are added to digested sludge to bring out the formation of
larger particles by bridging to improve processing.

This Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into by the Town of Tiburon, a municipal corporation
(“Town™) and Sanitary District No. 5 of the County of Marin, a public sanitary district formed under
Division 6 of the California Health and Safety Code (“San 5"), on this2c® day of _\\eugrggr , 2014.

Recitals

1. Both Town and San 5 exist for the betterment of life on the peninsula and the orderly and
cost-effective delivery of vital public services.

2. Town owns and manages most public rights-of-way within the Town. The Town requires
any party working within said rights-of-way to obtain an encroachment permit. Town performs .
inspections for said work.

3. Town also administers the California Building Code, which includes processing planning and
building permits for non-exempt work, inspections of said work and determinations of compliance.

4. San 5’s mission includes installation and maintenance of those portions of its collection
system located within Town’s rights-of-way and which are subject to Town encroachment permits
and fees.

5. San 5 provides vital sewage collection and treatment services for residential and commercial
properties in a significant portion of the Tiburon Peninsula, including most Town facilities such as
Tiburon Town Hall, the Tiburon Police Station, the Belvedere-Tiburon Library, public restrooms in
the downtown, the Public Works Corporation Yard, the Dairy Knoll Recreation Facility, the
Railroad-Ferry Museum and seven Town-owned affordable housing units at Point Tiburon Marsh
(“Housing Units™).

6. Town and San 5 have a long history of cooperation and, in most cases, the mutual waiver of
fees and charges to maximize the efficiency and timeliness of their service delivery.

7. Town and San 5 wish to enter into an Agreement to establish a framework of mutual
cooperation and waiver of fees and charges to ensure equal and even-handed treatment of such
charges between the Parties.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained herein,
San 5 and Town agree as herein set forth:

Agreement
1. Mutual Fee Waiver; Housing Unit Priority.
a. Town agrees to waive charges and fees that it would otherwise impose upon San

5, including, without limitation, planning, building and encroachment permit or inspection fees and
similar charges (“Town Charges™).



b. San 5 agrees to waive charges and fees that it would otherwise impose on Town,
including, without limitation, charges for sewer connections, sewer usage and other services and
similar charges (“San 5 Charges™).

c. The Town will offer available Housing Units for rental according to the following
priority: (1) qualified Town employees; (2) qualified employees of San 5 and the Tiburon Fire
Protection District; (3) other qualified persons as set forth in the Town Policy Governing Town-Owned
Affordable Housing Units or any successor policy.

d. This Agreement is not intended to waive any costs and/or damages incurred by
either Town or San 5 associated with any legal action, claim or damages relating to any project
undertaken in conjunction with the waiver of any Town Charges or San 5 Charges. If any damage is
incurred by any party to this agreement resulting from another party’s action, the parties may assert
any and all legal rights pertaining to any such claim for damages.

2. Miscellaneous.

a. This Agreement may be terminated by either party by giving the other party
written notice one year before the termination date.

b. The laws of the State of California shall govern the interpretation, validity, and
enforcement of this Agreement. Any suit, claim, or legal proceeding of any kind related to this
Agreement shall be filed and heard in a court of competent jurisdiction in the County of Marin.

C. The Parties agree to negotiate in good faith to resolve any disagreements that
may arise from this Agreement.

d. In the event any legal action is commenced to enforce this Agreement, the
prevailing party is entitled to reasonable attorneys’ fees, costs, and expenses incurred.

e. This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement and understanding between
the Parties and may not be modified orally or in any manner other than by an agreement in writing
signed by both Parties.

f The individuals executing this Agreement represent and warrant that they have
the right, power, legal capacity, and authority to enter into and to execute this Agreement on behalf of
the respective legal entities of Town and San 5. This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be
binding upon the Parties hereto and their respective successors and assigns.

STAFF REPORT:

The current status of the project is that we are 98% complete as of February 18, 2021. The 14” line
from Cove Road Pump Station to the terminus point past the round-about is now fully installed and
ready for service. The 6” cross over line from Beach road is also installed with just the Tie in at the
pump station remaining- which is scheduled for Monday February 22. Final paving restoration will
begin Tuesday February 23™. We plan to have the final paving restoration details ironed out on
Monday February the 22™ as we are trying to coordinate final paving with other work being done in
the area of Juanita Ln.

This has been a long and difficult project. The nature of underground work when all utilities are
underground has made this a challenge. We will be working with Mark Wilson in the next few weeks
to iron out all of the final billings and credits due on this job. It is expected that we will be operating
on the new line next week with final paving and restoration wrapping up as well. At the conclusion of
the final progress payment, I will conduct a review of the entire project and provide a summary report
to the Board regarding things that went well during the project and things to consider in the future for
future projects.

Items for consideration and approval:

e Progress payment #9 is for a total of $331,315.20 this is for work completed through January
31, 2021.The majority of this progress billing was for work in Tiburon Blvd and Caltrans
Right of way.

e Change order No.10 for the amount of $12,500 is a reimbursable cost from the Town of
Tiburon for the replacement of a 12” RCP (reinforced cement pipe) storm drain pipe that was
in bad shape. District staff was notified of the failed pipe- we contacted the town and they
received a proposal from M&G to replace the line. I authorized the change as it will be
reimbursed by the Town of Tiburon.

e Change Order No.11 is for multiple items totaling $38,813.84 there will not be an increase to
the contract amount as our contract has a bid line item in the amount of $40,000 for small
changed conditions. This change order does however extend the contract by two working days.

The risks of DDoS attacks for the public sector
BY JAMES STANGER, JAN 15, 2021

Distributed denial of service cyberattacks have been around for decades, but they
have become an even more acute problem in the last few years, especially to public
institutions. Recent statistics suggest these types of attacks continue to increase

in volume, as well as sophistication and severity. The number of DDoS attacks in
2020 is estimated by researchers at SecurityIntelligence to be 24% higher than in
2019.

A DDoS attack involves generating malformed, problem network traffic that literally
denies a particular “service” normally provided by a company. Services can include
a specific website, an email server, an e-commerce system or any critical service
essential for a government or nation, such as air traffic control. Attacks can even
affect entire cloud service providers.

Years ago, DDoS attacks were perpetrated by individuals who had a particular
grudge, or who wished to create mischief. Motives today are far more deep-
seated and can include an interest in obtaining financial reward, making an
ideological statement, creating a geopolitical advantage or exacting revenge for a
particular government action, corporate campaign or policy stance.

Types of DDoS attacks can include:

= Volumetric: An attack that involves enormous volumes of “garbage” network
traffic. These include using floods of ICMP traffic. They can also include sending
out massive amounts of TCP-based traffic, such as SYN floods.

= Protocol-based: Sometimes these are called application-layer attacks and
involve relatively -- or even very -- small amounts of traffic designed to crash a
particular service. Years ago, certain Linux and Windows systems had software
flaws in their networking software that could not properly process a single
malformed ping packet called “the ping of death.” More recently, certain web
servers fell victim to the Slowloris attack, which involves low volumes of lethal
HTTP packets.

The consequences of DDoS attacks on public institutions

Public institutions were warned of dozens of threat alerts in 2020. Any attack poses
a serious information security problem, and consequences can be severe. For
example, a DDoS attack on financial services institutions in 2016 alone resulted in
46 major corporations that could no longer provide services to U.S. government
institutions as well as to individuals. The same thing has happened in 2020 to non-
traditional financial services, such as cryptocurrency exchanges. During the COVID-
19 crisis, health care institutions also fell prey to DDoS attacks.

How are DDoS attacks conducted?

Cybercriminals often create sophisticated botnets to create volumetric and protocol-
based attacks. They are often composed of thousands -- if not millions -- of
compromised hosts from around the world.



Attackers also unleash malware- and ransomware-based attacks on individuals to
attack U.S. government agencies and create outages at institutions around the
world.

The following DDoS mitigation steps can help improve network security.

Use multiple-redundant systems. Government agencies have learned they
should have “hot sites” and “warm sites” ready in case a primary resource
becomes unavailable. Such sites can then be brought into production in case of
an attacks.

Use multiple ISP organizations. If one internet service provider becomes
overwhelmed, agencies can switch to a completely different provider.

Create backups. Sometimes a DDoS attack can involve ransomware; the most
effective solution is usually to restore from backup.

Update the patch level of all systems. Agencies should create an update
regimen for all systems, including network edge devices (e.g., firewalls), as well
as endpoints such as mobile phones, PCs and internet-of-things devices.

Create incident response and business continuity plans. Incident response
and business continuity plans must be written, approved and relevant. Testing
them is essential.

Use third-party scrubbing services. Companies such as Cloudflare have the
ability to filter, or scrub, DDoS traffic from legitimate traffic, thus mitigating an
attack.

Leverage automation. It is possible to automatically modify cloud
implementations, intrusion detection systems, network devices, firewalls and
other systems to mitigate attacks.

Organize a defense and set up aresponse plan

Organizing a defense involves placing adequate security controls and using the
multiple, redundant systems discussed above. The key, though, to organizing a
completely adequate defense is creating -- and practicing -- a response plan.

Creating a response plan involves:

Updating security policies with specific incident response steps.
Gaining approval from all agency leaders.
Disseminating the plan to employees and providing training.

Practicing with all elements of the agency so the response becomes institutional
muscle memory.



Regardless of the best practices agencies follow, it's vital they practice their
response plan as much as possible, using methods such as:

= Tabletop exercises: Activities where agency leaders meet and go through each
step of the plan in a given scenario. Because this type of activity is designed to
begin the process of putting an incident response plan into practice, these
exercises can be conducted in a meeting or series of meetings.

=  Walkthroughs: A more detailed practice session involving more individuals and
departments that can include taking actual steps designed to mitigate an attack.

= Simulations: A full-blown, organizationwide practice session designed to teach
the steps of an incident response plan as well as discover potential shortcomings
in the plan.

Next steps

For the public sector, adopting relevant policies and training are often the best one-
two punch against DDoS attacks. Many agencies have derived the most benefit by
orchestrating their technical and personnel resources. Cybersecurity is everyone’s
job, so it's important to get the entire organization up to speed on how to identify,
prevent and respond to threats they may encounter.

Bay Area Sewage Systems at Risk as
Seas Rise

When sewage spewed out of a shower in a San Francisco home, climate
change experts say it may be a sign of things to come as sea levels rise
around the Bay. An NBC Bay Area investigation reveals how low-lying
sewage treatment plants could fail in the coming years, four of those
facilities are vulnerable to flooding within the next decade.

An NBC Bay Area investigation found 30 out of 39 sewage treatment plants located around San
Francisco Bay Area are at risk of flooding as sea levels rise due to climate change. Four of those
plants could flood with as little as 9.84 inches of sea level rise. That’s an amount that state
analysts say is a possibility by 2030. If and when that happens, toilets won’t flush, and in some
cases, sewage could back up into homes, whether residents live in the hills or along the coast.

Sewage treatment plants in the San Francisco Bay Area were built on low lying areas along
the bay so that wastewater from homes could flow downhill to the facilities using nature’s
gravity rather than more expensive machine-driven pumping stations.



“There is a lot of vulnerability of these systems and we really need to start considering them
and how we might adapt to future sea level rise,” said Dr. Michelle Hummel, lead author of a UC
Berkeley study that analyzed the sewage plants. “Even if your home itself is not flooding, you
could lose access and wastewater service. So, there's a lot of potential impacts that we'll see as an
entire region. And it won't just be restricted to folks who live right along the shoreline.” “The
goal of this study was to just highlight the magnitude of this potential threat. And most of us
don't think about wastewater on a daily basis when we flush out toilets,” Dr. Hummel said.

NBC Bay Area’s Investigative Unit reviewed data from both the UC Berkeley study and
from another independent study conducted by the Bay Area Clean Water Agencies. The
combined data show that 30 out of 39 Bay Area sewage plants are at risk of failing as sea levels
rise. The list below shows the water level at which each plant is expected to flood.

Sea Level Rise Risk at Bay Area Sewage Treatment Plants

Thirty Bay Area sewage treatment pla could be impacted by sea level rise, according to an analysis by NBC Bay Area's
Investigative Unit. Together, those 30 facilities serve 6,132,646 people.

“The level of the bay will rise,” said Zach Wasserman, Chairman of the Bay Conservation
and Development Commission (BCDC). “If we do not start acting, do not start figuring out very
specifically the ways that we can adapt to this and how we’re going to pay for it,” said
Wasserman, “then life in the Bay Area will look and feel very different that it does today. And
even people in the hills who will not be directly affected by rising waters will be indirectly
affected by it because their transportation systems will be disrupted and the level of groundwater
will increase, which could easily make it difficult to flush their toilets.”

Len Materman agrees. Materman is CEO of One Shoreline in San Mateo, also known as the
San Mateo County Flood and Sea Level Rise Resiliency District, an agency dedicated to
combating rising waters across the Bay Area.

Materman says everyone living in this region, no matter their address, will be affected by
rising sea levels. “It’s [local water treatment plants and infrastructure] at risk. And it's at greater
risk as time goes on with sea level rise,” Materman said. “Even if you live in the hills, | mean, if
you're in Hillsboro or Woodside or whatnot, you depend on [the plant]. If you flush your toilet
you depend on a functioning water treatment plant.”

For an example of how that can affect daily life look no further than the story of Sara and
Peter Glover. During a heavy rainstorm, the Glovers suddenly found themselves knee deep in
sewage. “The sewage was coming up out of this bathroom,” said Sarah Glover, pointing to a
shower on the ground floor of her home in San Francisco’s West Portal neighborhood. They lost
the first floor of their home to the sewage backup, even though they live miles away from the
water. “We’ve lived here for twenty-five years and had no problems,” said Peter Glover, “then
in the span of the last, you know, five years, it happened twice. “Our garbage cans were in the
garage. The water was so high they were floating,” said Peter, “I couldn't find my boots because
they were underwater. So, the only thing I could grab to remotely even cover my feet with some
safety were crocs. And, you know, that's basically walking barefoot through the sewage.”

Repairs to the home cost the Glovers $90,000. Even though insurance covered the damage,
they say they never recovered from the shock - and the stench. "The odor was horrific,"” said
Sarah. Dozens of other neighboring homes in West Portal flooded during that heavy rainstorm in
December of 2019 because their sewer pipes aren’t wide enough to accommodate rain runoff and
sewage, which share the same path to the Bay. But as sea levels rise, experts say this same
scenario could play out across the Bay Area.

Without accounting for storms, King Tides and other weather events, the_State of
California predicts seas will likely rise about half a foot by 2030. In what scientists say is an
extreme scenario - sea level could increase by one foot by 2030. By the middle of this century,
the low figure is 1.1 feet, with an extreme high of nearly 3 feet.

One reason for concern that experts point to is what happening to the waters in the
Arctic. “The temperatures in the Arctic are warming up three times faster than they’re warming
up in the rest of the planet,” said Dr. Mayra Oyola, an atmospheric scientist for NASA. In the
past decade, NASA and the European Space Agency launched satellites to accurately measure
sea levels. Their data shows a potential for seas to rise as much as eight feet by the end of the
century. “Obviously this is of concern if we’re thinking about people living near the coast,” said
Dr. Oyola.

Of the 30 sewage treatment plants at risk in the Bay Area, The Investigative Unit identified
four plants, serving 390,736 people, that are most at risk: Palo Alto, Paradise Cove in Tiburon,
San Mateo and Benicia. Because of their location and height data modeling shows those
treatment plants could flood within a decade if scientist’s worst predictions come true. If seas
rise 20 inches, which some models say could happen by 2040, Silicon Valley Clean Water in
Redwood City ad Alvarado Wastewater Treatment Plant in Union City are also at high risk.

“There needs to be some big picture thinking,” said Jim McGrath, Chair of the San Francisco
Bay Regional Waterboard. “You’re going to have to think about, okay, are we going to have to



reconstruct some of these facilities as force managers, which means you pump them rather than
go by gravity, which is more expensive to operate, certainly very expensive and disruptive.”

Over the next six to nine months, the Waterboard will ask all the sewage treatment plants in
the Bay Area to submit their plans to protect their facilities from flooding. The agency will
review the answers they receive, prioritize the plants based on risk, and work with them on
potential solutions.

After sewage caused $90,000 worth of damage to her house, the Glovers worry about both
her and her neighbors’ future. “Until the city and the state and the country take climate change
seriously,” Sarah said, “and I'm hopeful as we move forward that they are (taking it seriously),
we’re going to continually be in this position - and it’s a shame, especially in a country with all
these resources.”

Notes to Schedule of Changes in Fiduciary Net Position by Employer

1. CERBT Description

The California Employers’ Retiree Benefit Trust (CERBT) is administered by the California Public
Employees’ Retirement System (the System or CalPERS). The CERBT consists of participating
employers of the State of California, public agencies, and schools. Individual employers may
establish more than one plan, which are presented in separate columns in the Schedule of Changes
in Fiduciary Net Position by Employer (the Schedule). CalPERS is governed by the Board of
Administration (the Board) that is responsible for the management and control of CalPERS, including
the exclusive control of the administration and investment of the CERBT.

The CERBT was established by Chapter 331 of the 1988 California Statutes, and employers elect to
participate in the CERBT to pre-fund health, dental, and other nonpension postemployment benefits
for their retirees and survivors, hereafter referred to generally as OPEB costs. The CERBT has pooled
administrative and investment functions, while separate employer accounts are maintained to
prefund and pay for health care or other postemployment benefits in accordance with the terms of
the participating employers’ plans. There are three Board approved investment strategies for
employers to choose from depending on their expected levels of return and volatility. Benefit
provisions are established by participating employers.

2, Summary of Significant Accounting and Reporting Policies
Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting and Basis of Presentation

The accompanying Schedule was prepared in accordance with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America as applicable to governmental organizations. In doing so,
CalPERS adheres to the reporting requirements established by the Governmental Accounting
Standards Board (GASB).

The CERBT is accounted for on the flow of economic resources measurement focus and the accrual
basis of accounting. Contributions are voluntarily determined by the employer’s own funding
schedule, and there are no long-term contracts for contributions to the CERBT. As such,
contributions are elective and not required. The CERBT recognizes employer contributions
postmarked by June 30, 2020 and received by July 14, 2020.

Eligible OPEB costs incurred by an employer as of and for the fiscal period ending June 30, 2020 and
for which CERBT received a reimbursement request by July 31, 2020, are reflected as
reimbursements in the accompanying Schedule.

During the fiscal year ending June 30, 2020, two employers concluded their participation in
the CERBT. Accordingly the withdrawal totaling approximately $12.7 million has been
classified as employer withdrawal in the accompanying Schedule.

Net investment income represents realized and unrealized gains and losses based on the fair value
of investments, interest, and dividends, net of investment expenses. Investment income/loss is
allocated to each employer based on the employer’s percentage of ownership in the respective
investment strategies using the daily investment gain/loss provided by the custodian bank. The
recognition of investment income/loss is also affected by the timing of contributions and
reimbursements.

Notes to Schedule of Changes in Fiduciary Net Position by Employer

The participating employers are charged investment and administrative expenses based on a single
fee rate, which covers all program costs. The fee rate is evaluated each year, and the approved fee
rate is provided to the custodian bank to calculate the amounts. The investment and administrative
expenses are calculated by multiplying the fee rate to the employer’s beginning investment balance
for each investment strategy on a daily basis. Investment and administrative expenses in the
Schedule were allocated based on the employer’s percentage of the total investment and
administrative expenses multiplied by the respective totals reported in CalPERS’ basic financial
statements included in its Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) for the Plan.

Activity outside of the trust represents employer OPEB activity that was not processed by the CERBT
and is based solely on data submitted by the participating employers. Accordingly, such information
is unaudited.

Use of Estimates in the Preparation of the Schedule

The preparation of the Schedule in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States of America requires management to make significant estimates and assumptions that
affect the reported amounts of additions and deductions during the reporting period. Actual results
could differ from those estimates.

Relationship of the Schedule to the CalPERS’ Financial Statements

The Schedule was reconciled to the CERBT’s Statement of Changes in Fiduciary Net Position in
CalPERS’ CAFR for the year ended June 30, 2020, with no differences noted.
